Reminders to Parents 

· Checkendon Pre-School’s Annual General Meeting – 15/11/2021

· Please can I remind you that pre-school opens at 8:30am and finishes at 3:30pm. You will be charged for early drop offs and late pickups.

· No one should attend the setting if they have symptoms of COVID-19 such as a new continuous cough, a high temperature (over 37.8 degrees) or a loss of taste or smell.

· We will continue to send you activities through Tapestry for home learning, if you are having to self- isolate.

· Please can you make sure if your child is not attending pre-school for any reason that you, please ring or email the preschool to let us know of their absence, thank you.

What happened Last Week:  

This week we have been really enjoying using our new song cards. Music ignites all areas of child development and skills for school readiness, including intellectual, social-emotional, motor, language, and overall literacy. It helps the body and the mind work together. Exposing children to music during early development helps them learn the sounds and meanings of words. This term we are focusing on number songs and action rhymes.

We have also introduced “What’s in the Bag” This is a Game we have created for group time with a different phonetical sound each week, an adaptation on the previous letter of the week. This activity provides daily opportunities for children to hear different phonetical sounds and recognising words with the same initial sound, such as “Mummy and Money”, with emphasis on a different phonetical sound each week. Early phonics knowledge is the key to starting to decode written words. 
Children can use phonics knowledge to “sound out” words. Children learn to recognise how sounds are represented alphabetically and identify some letter sounds, symbols, characters and signs.

Following on from the children’s interests, the children have enjoyed being fire fighters this week. As children play, they develop fundamental cognitive, social, emotional, and physical skills. Young children also learn practical life skills such as dressing themselves, how to cooperate, and share with others. Playing is a child's way of engaging, and pretending creating alternate realities and acting out what they see in the real world.
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Please can I remind you that pre-school opens at 8:30am and finishes at 3:30pm. You will be charged for early drop offs and late pickups.

Home learning

Children’s Items 
Please make sure that all child Items can be dropped off in the box provided at the entrance. Drink bottle needs to be brought in from home and clearly labelled with child’s name and put in the box at the drop off point. We ask that you provide a bag with only the necessary items for your child’s daily care needs and place it in the box provided. All items should be collected from the box at the end of each session your child attends.
